Surviving are his wife, the for-
mer Constance Ray; sons, Freder-
ick D. Melges of West Germany
and Kurt E. Melges of Durham;
parents, Dr. Frederick J. Melges
and Elizabeth Towne Melges of
Battle Creek; a sister, Mrs. Joan E.
Green; and a brother David L.
Melges.

Tuesday at St. Stephen’s
Episcopal Church.
